CODE OF CONDUCT                             
All registered Players, Parents & Guardians of Guildford McCredie USC participating within Churches Football Association, Sydney or Granville District Soccer Football Association (GDSFA) must be prepared to uphold and enforce the following principles:

To encourage the ideals of a competitive attitude whilst ensuring a fair and balanced approach to

  our game.

Alcohol must NOT be brought/consumed at any ground nor its’ surrounding areas

Foul & Abusive language will not be tolerated under any circumstances

Above all encourage the fellowship and ideals of the club and the Associations with which we affiliate and assist in its development and growth.

Failure to uphold this “Code of Practice” will lead to disciplinary action from the club and/or Association.
