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In Guildford McCredie Uniting Soccer Club’s twentieth season we were able to field eight junior teams: one each in the 
Under 16, 14, 13, and 11 age groups and two in the under 15 and 12 age groups; seven small sided teams:  three under 
8s, an under 9, two under 10s and an under 11 Girls; four mini teams, two under 7s, an under 5s (which played in the 
U6s) and an under 6s; four senior men’s teams in the Premier League and Sydney Cup competitions and an All Age Ladies 
team – a total of 25 teams.  This is the most teams that we have ever fielded and is 3 teams more than we felded last 
season.  
 
The season got off to a great start as we were successful in securing a $2000 grant from the Uniting Church Stamp 
Committee.  After last year’s difficult financial year, this was a much needed boost and we thank the many volunteers at 
the Stamp Committee for their hours of trimming and sorting stamps for sale to overseas dealers that enable community 
groups like ours the opportunity to enjoy the fruits of this labour.    
 
It was exciting to be able to enter a junior girls team into a Girls competition for the first time this year.  Again we 
entered our older junior teams and Ladies into the competitions of the Granville & Districts Soccer Football Association 
whilst our mini, younger junior and senior mens’ teams continued their affiliation with the Churches Football 
Association, Sydney.   Decisions on team placement were again taken in consultation with team management and the 
club executive and will be reviewed on an annual basis in light of the changing circumstances of both our club and the 
Associations concerned.  We would like to thank both these Associations for their support and the competition they have 
provided.   
 
Very little rain this season meant that the financial issues faced in 2017 with trials and six a side washed out, were a thing 
of the past.  Council’s work on Granville Park following approaches by us to our local Councillor, saw us move “up the 
hill” for training.  Hopefully the work taken this season will see us return to much improved facilities in 2019.  Everley 
Park has also been scheduled to receive a makeover – so again hopefully everything will be good for 2019.  Many thanks 
to Councillor Hamed for her support. 
 
In August we celebrated our twentieth season with a celebratory dinner at Guildford Leagues Club.  The dinner was 
attended by 65 people from the club’s early days, current junior and senior teams, past and present committees, SFA 
Sydney officials and neighbouring clubs.  It was a fun night of story telling, memoribillia, old photos and friendships 
rekindled.  Prior to the evening a poll was taken of some of our greatest players and a women’s and men’s All Star team 
were also named from the results of the poll. 
 
Whilst we had no minor premiers in 2018 we did have two victorious teams on Grand final day.  The U10 Reds were 
crowned Premiers and to finish the evening our Premier Reserves crushed Ultimate Fairfield 5 – 1 with a big crowd.   Our 
U8 Onyx team went so close, losing in the last 40 seconds, the U11s pushed their opponents, the 12/2s went down by a 
single goal and the 16/2s went even closer – losing on penalties.  The U6s and 7s played knockout semis with the 6s 
losing by a single goal whilst the 7s won their semi but were defeated in the final.  On six a side day we had our most 
successful day ever.  We won 7 competitions – U8 (white), 12 Girls, 13, 14, 16, AAL and the A Grade AAM.  We were also 
runners up in 7 competitions with the U8, U12 Girls, U14 and U16 Age groups seeing us finish first and second!   
 
In 2018 the National Titles for 14s, 16s, 16s Girls, 18s, 23s, AAL and AAM were hosted by Queensland and McCredie was 
represented in the NSW City sides by Abdulfazal Mirzaei (U14s), Jackson Galea, Krish Shrestha, Mahmoud Jalloh, 
Muhammed Alizada (U16), Sharlene Muru-Tucker (16s Girls), Wil Wark & Darren Warren (AAM), Jenna Nowlan, Natasha 
Muru Tucker and Destiny Joseph (AAL), Greg Wark (coach AAM) and Ahmad Hannouf (Manager AAM).  Congratulations 
to all.   
 
The club’s executive was elected in November and I would like to thank all the committee, Peter W, Peter S, Dorothy, 
Carolynne, Phil, Ian, Hendrika, Sarah, Elise and Wil for the support and work they did during the year. Remember – no 
one is paid for their service to your club.

Peter then got his goal after forcing an 
own goal in the semi-final, slotting home to make it 5-1.  It was an incredible feeling to captain the team to the grand final 
win, and to bring home the title for the club on the club’s 20th anniversary year. 
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Special thanks to the club board members for all their support, to Phil Rafter for his support while we learnt to run the 
team, to all the members of the club, friends and families that came to support us in the final, to all the team members 
would didn’t get to play in the finals due to the number of players restrictions, last to Wil who did the team sheets and 
organised the team each weekend – and who came back from a leg break last year to be the best player of the team this 
year. 
 
We know what is expected of the premier league team, and 
hopefully we can take this great win (greatest I’ve ever been involved in) and use the experience gained to bring home the 
first grade title next year.
